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During a ceremony marked by centuries of naval 
tradition and full-dress uniforms, the role of ócaptainô 
was passed to Cmdr. Nathan A. Moore during the

ñItôs a great honor for me to be out here, to be a part of this 
change of command; Resolute holds a special place in my 
heart,ò said Vice Adm. D. Brian Peterman, Commander of 
Atlantic Area Forces and keynote speaker.  ñResolute is more 
than 40 years old.  The ship will serve for another decade 
before it can be replaced, and I am proud of everything this 
crew has done.  This ship is in great condition, and the crews 
are exceptionally trained.ò

As the ceremony began, Cmdr. G. Todd Prestidge, Resoluteôs 
presiding commanding ofýcer, along with Moore, inspected 
the crew of the 210-foot medium endurance cutter, homeported 
in St. Petersburg.  Crew inspections, a naval tradition, give the 
incoming commanding ofýcer a chance to review the personnel 
in their new command. 

Prestidge and Resoluteôs crew were cited by Peterman for their hard work and endurance 
through numerous fast-paced patrols.  During Prestidgeôs time in command, the crew spent more 
than 300 days away from home conducting more than 10 search-and-rescue cases and 50 law-

enforcement boardings.  They also 
interdicted, cared for and repatriated 
more than 1,500 migrants.  As a 
result of his leadership, Prestidge 
was awarded the Coast Guard 
Meritorious Service Medal. 

Prestidge then challenged his relief 
to continue the tempo the crew had 
maintained, and to take care of the 
ship, the crew and the families they 
leave behind while on patrol.  

The role of captain changed hands 
when Moore assumed command 
from Prestidge with a salute and

reported to Peterman as the new commanding ofýcer of Resolute.

After taking command, Moore concluded the ceremony by continuing the legacy Prestidge set 
during his time as captain by stating ñAll standing orders, regulations and instructions remain in 
effect.ò

Continuing with the hard-charging pace set by Prestidge, Resoluteôs new captain departed with 
his crew for Texas where they will temporarily man the Coast Guard Cutter Dauntless, a 210-foot 
medium-endurance cutter, for another patrol while Resolute undergoes the Mission Effectiveness 
Project at the Coast Guard Yard, in Baltimore, Md.  While at the Yard, the ship will take on 
much-needed maintenance and receive new equipment to help keep Resolute pushing forward 
for the next decade in its many years of dedicated service.

Following the patrols aboard Dauntless, Resoluteôs crew will return to Baltimore and once again 
take the helm of their revitalized ship to continue their missions aboard the ship some call a 
home-away-from-home.
